Good Morning and Welcome!

The usher has a list of those who signed up ahead of time for worship. They will be seated first.
If there is room, those who did not sign up ahead of time may then be seated. We are limited to 25
people in the church for both services plus an additional 25 in the parish hall during 10 am
worship.

All children older than two years and all adults must wear a mask and observe appropriate
physical distancing at all times. Keep your distance and refrain from shaking hands, hugging, or
touching. Hand sanitizer is available for your convenience. We ask that you only use the old
bathrooms located in the main entrance to the parish hall and across from the kitchen. Children
must stay with their parents/guardians at all times.

Everything you need for worship is in this leaflet. The Episcopal Church practices open
Communion, which means that if you are a baptized Christian, regardless of denomination, you are
welcome to receive Holy Communion with us. Let the priest know if you want gluten-free Bread. If
you do not want to receive Communion, you are welcome to come to the altar rail for a blessing.
Cross your hands over your heart as a sign to the priest.

Perhaps you have not been regular in attending church or have been away from church for a
while. You are especially welcome. Please sign our Guest Book in the vestibule and make yourself
known to our priest. When you are comfortable here and ready to talk about becoming a member of
The Episcopal Church, or if you want to start up/start over, please speak with our priest who is glad
to help.

Lessons for 13" Sunday after Pentecost: Proper 17 Year A —
New Revised Common Lectionary
New Revised Standard Version of the Bible

First Lesson: Exodus 3:1-15
Reader: A Reading from the Book of Exodus.

“Moses was keeping the flock of his father-in-law Jethro, the priest of Midian; he led his flock
beyond the wilderness, and came to Horeb, the mountain of God. There the angel of

the LORD appeared to him in a flame of fire out of a bush; he looked, and the bush was blazing,
yet it was not consumed. Then Moses said, “I must turn aside and look at this great sight, and
see why the bush is not burned up.” When the LORD saw that he had turned aside to see, God
called to him out of the bush, “Moses, Moses!”” And he said, “Here I am.” Then he said,

“Come no closer! Remove the sandals from your feet, for the place on which you are standing
is holy ground.” He said further, “I am the God of your father, the God of Abraham, the God of
Isaac, and the God of Jacob.” And Moses hid his face, for he was afraid to look at God.

Then the LORD said, “I have observed the misery of my people who are in Egypt; I have heard
their cry on account of their taskmasters. Indeed, I know their sufferings, and I have come
down to deliver them from the Egyptians, and to bring them up out of that land to a good and
broad land, a land flowing with milk and honey, to the country of the Canaanites, the Hittites,
the Amorites, the Perizzites, the Hivites, and the Jebusites. The cry of the Israelites has now
come to me; I have also seen how the Egyptians oppress them. So come, I will send you to
Pharaoh to bring my people, the Israelites, out of Egypt.”

But Moses said to God, “Who am I that I should go to Pharaoh, and bring the Israelites out of
Egypt?” He said, “I will be with you; and this shall be the sign for you that it is I who sent you:
when you have brought the people out of Egypt, you shall worship God on this mountain.” But
Moses said to God, “If I come to the Israelites and say to them, ‘The God of your ancestors has
sent me to you,” and they ask me, “What is his name?’ what shall I say to them?” God said to

Moses, “I AM WHO I AM.” He said further, “Thus you shall say to the Israelites, ‘I AM has
sent me to you.”* God also said to Moses, “Thus you shall say to the Israelites, ‘The LORD, the
God of your ancestors, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob, has sent
me to you’:
